1 Apologies: Doreen Gray; Bev Spratt (County)

2. Confirmation of Minutes of Meeting held- Tuesday 11th July 2006
These were confirmed as correct and signed by the Chair.

3. Matters Arising:

Caretaker: This has proved an asset to the village hall and surrounding areas with rubbish
being cleared and repairs to the village hall undertaken.

Community Service: Undertaking sterling work around the playing field and may be
working on the fencing around the pond.

Bark: Has been purchased and installed at the play area.

Anti-Social Behaviour: Very quiet during the school holidays but youths being a nuisance
during the meeting. Clerk to inform Councillors of e-mail address of Community Police
Officer and direct line to Sgt Carter. Letter to be sent to South Norfolk Crime Reduction
Partnership regarding Green Anti-Social Behaviour Report Forms.

All Hallows: Letters received back from South Norfolk Primary Care Trust and Patricia
Hewitt regarding the reduction of beds at All Hallows. SNPCT need to make a saving of
£9M and therefore the cuts must go ahead. Clerk to contact pressure group to offer
Parish Council support.

4. Highways:

A140/Ram Lane Junction: White lines in situ. Signs to the south on A140 have yet to be
removed. Clerk to contact Highways.

Rectory Road: Culvert on bend by the Post Office blocked. Clerk to contact Highways.

5. Clerk’s Correspondence:
As above together with request for donation from Norfolk Accident Rescue Service and
Tivetshall Parochial Church Council.

6. Planning Matters:
Mr and Mrs T Garret, Thistledown Farm, Station Road, Ref: 2006/1504
Extension to existing mixed use building to provide office accommodation. Approved.

7 Finances:

Invoices and Cheques were agreed in the sum of £556.48

It was agreed to donate £100 to Norfolk Accident Rescue Service

It was agreed to donate £200 to Tivetshall Parochial Church Council towards the
yard of St Margaret's church.

8. Village Green:

Pond: Cornhill have set out their criteria to enable public liability cover. Fencing to
be installed around the pond together with natural hedging (supplied through SNC
via Tree Warden) around part of the boundary, sub-station and pond. Clerk to
arrange type etc with Tree Warden. Agenda 21 Grant to be applied for.

Cables: EDF have halted work due to problems with other cables, but will finish
within the next few weeks.

BT will undertake survey (Ref: KRV652EA) of their cables once EDF cables are
removed.

Village Green — Christmas Tree: Enquiries to be made re: cost of Christmas Tree.
Village Green — Christmas Carols: Tentative date of 18th December set for
Christmas Carols on the village green with school and Gislingham Silver Band.
Litter Bins; Estimates received for litter bin on the village green and at the two
churchyards. As grants are being applied for it is hoped this outlay can be

9. Matters of Importance:

Parish Council - Clerk: The clerk has tendered her resignation and will be leaving
the post by end of March 2007. Post to be advertised locally.

Village Hall - Trustees: Despite notice in Grapevine asking for more people to
volunteer to help run the village hall only two people have come forward. This is
not enough to run the hall as it should be. One Trustee has given notice she will
be finishing her term of office at the end of May 2007 and another has said that
they could well be moving away. In accordance with the governing document a
public meeting will have to be called to ascertain how residents see the future of
the village hall. Notices of Public g to appear in pevine, post office,
notice boards etc

10. Report from District Councillor:

Martin Wilby reported that Hartismere Hospital has won a reprieve but sadly All
Hallows has not. Task Group to be contacted re: support.

SNC is recycling 32% of rubbish. There are now 5000 brown bins in operation and
10,0000 bins are emptied daily in South Norfolk.
